Facility Requirements


Pasture
· At least ½ acre for two llamas

· Pasture must be clean and have enough space so llamas do not stand or lie down in muck and mud

· Enclosed with safe, five feet high, stable mesh or welded wire fencing in good repair (no barbed wire)

· Free of hazards; i.e., abandoned farm machinery, “dump” areas with rusty metal, etc.

· Free of poisonous plants

· Llamas cannot be pastured with horses or any other large animals

· Llama dung must be removed weekly

Shelter

· Shed with at least three sides facing out of prevailing wind

· At least 30 square feet per llama

· Floor can be kept dry in wet, cold weather by bedding with straw, etc.

· Shelter must have free access 

· Adequate shade

Catch pen

· Six feet high

· Made of sturdy materials (corral panels)

· Not larger than 20 by 20 feet

Truck/Trailer

· Floor is well-maintained such that llamas’ legs cannot fall through

· No holes or rusty places that could entrap feet, legs, heads or otherwise cause injury

· Hitch weld is secure, and hitch has pin and safety chains

· Doors latch securely

· Enclosed so llamas cannot jump out

· Tires have tread, including spare tire

· Lights, signals and brake lights work
